Updates on Programmes for 
May – June 2018 

A. Radio 
 

No. Date Items 

1. 1 May R3 conducted a “Backchat Special” with live audience to discuss democracy in Hong Kong. 

2. 3 May / 6-12 May Q23 and Q24 of the Community Involvement Broadcasting Service (CIBS) were open for application.  A series of 

promotional campaigns have been launched from May to reach the public, including “CIBS Express”, “Consultation 

Day” and “CIBS Expo”.   

3. 4 May R2 organized“The 29th International Pop Poll”(第二十九屆國際流行音樂大獎頒獎禮) at Diocesan Boys’ 

School. 

4. 6 May PAU conducted the final of the“Inter-collegiate Debate Competition 2018”(大專辯論賽 2018 決賽) which was

5. 10 May / 25 May R5 organized the“Age-friendly City Seminar”(長者友善城市專題講座) and the“Age-friendly City Outreach”

1. 3 May “830 Magazine - Foodwise 2” (自在 8 點半–食) (12 episodes x 60 minutes) featured on food and how food created 

different habits and cultures. 

2. 17 May In “Amazing Train Journeys” (周遊列車) (12 episodes x 60 minutes), Philippe Gougler, our traveler-witness touring 

via trains, met with local people and explored different cities’ uniqueness.  

3. 20 May “Pop Culture Icons 2018” (文化樹下 2018) (6 episodes x 60 minutes), a personal profile documentary, embarked on 

a journey through broadcasting history with renowned personalities in the broadcasting field.
